Course description: The course will cover the general nature of knowledge and its distinct
essential marks; It will then focus on the problems of perception: the characteristics of
perception in general will be followed by a phenomenology of sense perception and of its many
kinds; seeing and the nobility of sight, hearing, tasting, smelling, inner senses — and the respective
objects of the different types of sense perception. The course will include an analysis of those
mental perceptions and intuitions built upon sense perception but different from it: such as the
perception of gestalt-qualities or of beauty; then the course will investigate the question of the
relationship between sense perception and different forms of intellectual knowledge, especially
between intuition, formation of concepts, applying concepts, conviction or belief, judging, etc.
The contents of cognition and judgment (including the proposition) will be distinguished from
the acts of knowing and judging. Kant's famous central question of “how are synthetic
propositions a priori possible”? will be investigated and a completely different answer defended
than Kant's: the nature of a priori knowledge and its roots in a special kind of experience will be
analyzed. Parallel to this , two famous accounts of the relationship between perceptual experience
and a priori knowledge will be discussed: Plato’s answer and the treatment of intuition and the
categories and principles of understanding in Kant’s Critique of Pure Reason. While Plato will be an
inspiration in a critical rethinking of epistemology, Kant's Critique will constitute a fruitful
partner of a philosophical dialogue about those central problems Kant's treats in the
“Transcendental Aesthetics” and the “Transcendental Logic” in the Critique of Pure Reason. Only a
new account between perception, experience, and a priori knowledge can answer the
fundamental question how philosophical knowledge and human cognition at large can be
founded and how the question Kant poses can be answered: how can the truth of synthetic
propositions a priori be known? The answer realist phenomenology is capable to develop to this
question will be interpreted and enlarged so as to include Platonic as well as Kantian insights and
criticize errors of the conception of human knowledge as constituting its objects.

Objectives of the course: The course will give a short fundamental introduction to the field of
epistemology, will then move to a more specialized level of discussing the problems of
perception and its relation to conceptual knowledge and judgment, and of apriori knowledge in
relation to experience. The course will treat a small but decisive fraction of what Schwarz has
termed sixth crisis and seventh voyage of philosophy. The course will invite dialogues and
questions put by students and teach them how to philosophize in a way of making distinctions,
being critical, and thinking about things themselves.

Teaching method: A phenomenological philosophical method, Lectures with plenty of time for
discussion and dialogue.

Course description: This is an English Summary of a course that will be offered in German.
The course will explore systematically and phenomenologically some crucial issues in philosophy
of religion and critically examine influential positions on these issues: the first part will be
dedicated to foundational issues, the second to concrete phenomenological analyses of religious
acts and phenomena.

A. First Part: Nature and Foundations of a Philosophy of Religion

The idea of religion as such; the nature of religious sentences and beliefs, and their
relationship to meaning and truth (critical examination of the position of Ludwig Wittgenstein
and Hermann Libbe); exploration of the relationship between reason and faith, between
philosophy and religion (Fides et ratio; critical discussion of Hegel's and some post-Hegelian
philosophies of religion); differences and relationships between a philosophy of God (natural
theology) and philosophy of religion, showing in which ways a bracketing of the truth of religion
and of the real existence of God still allows a philosophy of religious acts and phenomena, and in
which ways there is a foundation of a philosophy of religion in a philosophy of God such that an
explicitly or implicitly agnostic or atheist philosophy of religion influences the character of any
given philosophy of religious phenomena (discussion of Nietzsche's, Kant’s, and Feuerbach’s
philosophy of religion in contrast to, for example, Plato’s, Scheler’s or Hildebrand’s); the crucial
question of the transcendence and truth of God’s existence as condition of the meaning and
possibility of real religion; the problem of personal and impersonal conceptions of God (in
different religions) and the distinction between religion based on “revelation” and “natural
religion” (as in the Stoics).

B. Second Part: Concrete Phenomenology of Religious Acts

The idea of the Holy (discussion of Rudolf Otto and Max Scheler) and the essence of the
religious act (contributions of Thomas Aquinas, Max Scheler, Dietrich von Hildebrand, and
Friedrich Nietzsche); the nature of religious acts: faith and reason, “faith in” and “faith that”,
“reasons for faith”: revelations, religious witnesses and Saints; prophecies, miracles, etc.
(especially discussion of Blaise Pascal and David Hume), adoration and worship, metaphysical
conditions and kinds of prayer; hope, religiously motivated virtues such as trust in God, love, and
mercy. Correct and incorrect conceptions of the relationships between religion and morality
(eudaemonism, purely pedagogical moral role of religion, religous positivism — “good is only what
God or the gods command”, reducibility or irreducibility of religion to ethics (discussion of
Plato’s Eutyphro and critical examination of Kant); religion and language: the manifold functions
of religious language.

Teaching method: A phenomenological philosophical method, Lectures with plenty of time for
discussion and dialogue.

Course description: This is an English Summary of a seminar that will be offered in German.
The seminar will analyze critically the text of Edmund Husserl’s Cartesian Meditations as an
expression of “transcendental phenomenology”. It will analyze the different steps Husserl takes
in this work and ask the question whether these were justified by a rigorous phenomenological
method.

Obijectives of the course: The course will acquaint the participant with Edmund Husserl’s later
thought and teach how to read a text critically and philosophically.

Teaching method: Seminar style with the task to use both a historical and a critical
philosophical method: half of each paper will be dedicated to a correct description and to
hermeneutical canons of correct interpretation, half to its critical philosophical discussion.

Prerequisites: Masters degree.

Examination method: Written papers by students of ca 25 pages, properly footnoted and
combining historical and critical philosophical analysis, and oral presentations of papers.

Course Description: A relatively demanding, topically organized course for upper division
undergraduate students and first-year post-graduate students, and a sequel to SS 99 Metaphysics |
course on Personal Identity, this course provides an advanced introduction to central issues and
figures in Anglo-American philosophy of mind today.

Main themes covered include: the nature of mind, mental properties, varieties of the
mental, supervenience, mind-brain identity theory, kinds of behaviourism, mental causation,
kinds of functionalism, consciousness, mental content, reductive and non-reductive physicalism.
Main figures briefly surveyed include: Chomsky, Davidson, Dennet, Dretske, Fodor, Lewis,
Putnam, Quine, Ryle, Searle, Stalnaker, Turing, and Wittgenstein.

Obijectives: The objectives are twofold: to provide a seriously aporetic introductory inquiry into
philosophical problems arising from the critical examination of behaviourist, physicalist,
functionalist, and identity theories; and to survey briefly the remaining positive conceptual
resources in outline only of the main contemporary views in the philosophy of mind.

Teaching methods: A mixture of lecture and sustained discussion on the bases of submitted
weekly questions from participants and distributed weekly handouts and protokolls by the
instructor.

Examination method: Three to five written questions on assigned lecture materials submitted
weekly, two short papers (3-5 pp) will be required during the semester, and a written final paper
of approximately 10 to 12 pages due on either last day of WS 1999 or on firs day of SS 2000.

Course Description: A sequel to Moral Realisms | offered in Seminar format during SS 1999 in
phenomenological and analytic conceptions of moral realism, this post-graduate seminar
comprises a close, argumentative reading of Kant's Grundlegung zur Metaphysik der Sitten in the light
of recent German and Anglo-American philosophical work in moral philosophy today. The
seminar sessions will examine critically Kant's work following its divisions and a series of
contemporary philosophical articles keyed to these divisions. Participants will be expected to
present their semester’s reflections in the course of the final seminar sessions.

Objectives: The objectives are twofold: to develop a relative critical mastery (that is, to the
degree possible in a semester’s seminar work) of the major Kantian claims about moral values
and their proposed argumentative justifications, and to investigate these claims critically in the
light of the contemporary reflection today on the nature and kinds of moral realisms.

Teaching methods: Seminar presentations, mainly by the instructor but in later sessions by
participants as well, as well as sustained philosophical discussions on the bases of weekly
questions submitted by all participants and weekly handouts and protokolls distributes by the
instructor.

Prerequisites: None.

Examination Method: Three to five written questions on assigned seminar materials submitted
weekly, one seminar presentation of about 30 minutes on a prescribed topic, two short papers of
roughly 3-5 pp. Each, and final version of the seminar presentation of approximately 10 to 12
pages due on either last day of WS 1999 or on first day of SS 2000.

The problems of the manifold ways of
knowing other persons will be investigated: perceptions, intuitions, interpretation of language,
hermeneutics of texts and actions, reading of expression — these are just some of the cognitive
acts which bring us into contact with the essence of the person. This central part of an
epistemology of the real and of indubitable certainty about it — and about universal truths presupposed
in the knowledge of my own and other persons - will be investigated. Thus a personalistic theory of
knowledge, namely a theory of knowledge in which the cognition of persons occupies a central
place as foundation of historical, social, and political knowledge and action, will be invesgtigated

Obijectives of the course: The course will give an analysis of two important fields within
epistemology: the Cogito and the Knowledge of other persons. Its goal is also to teach students,
including Masters level and doctoral students, how to philosophize.

Teaching method: A phenomenological philosophical method: Lectures including plenty of
time for discussion and dialogue.
